PROTECTIVE FACE MASKS

City councilors of Toronto introduced Mandatory
Mask or Face Covering Bylaw. Wearing a mask or face
covering will be required in indoor public spaces
beginning July 7, 2020. Therefore, in our church
protective masks are also mandatory.

SAINT MARIA GORETTI - MONDAY, JULY 6
One of the largest crowds ever assembled for a canoni-
zation—250,000—symbolized the reaction of millions
touched by the simple story of Maria Goretti. She was
the daughter of a poor Italian tenant farmer, had no
chance to go to school. When Maria made her First Com-
munion at age 12, she was one of the larger and somew-
hat backward members of the class. On a hot afternoon
in July, Maria was sitting at the top of the stairs of her
house, mending a shirt. A cart stopped outside, and a
neighbour, 18-year-old Alessandro, ran up the stairs. He
seized her and pulled her into a bedroom. She struggled
and tried to call for help. “No, God does not wish it,” she
cried out. “It is a sin. You would go to hell for it”
Alessandro began striking at her blindly with a long da-
gger. Maria was taken to a hospital. Her last hours were
marked by the usual simple compassion of the good—
concern about where her mother would sleep, forgive-
ness of her murderer, and her devout welcoming of Via-
ticum, her last Holy Communion. She died about 24 ho-
urs after the attack. Alessandro was sentenced to 30
years in prison. One night he had a dream or vision of
Maria gathering flowers and offering them to him. His
life changed. When he was released after 27 years, his
first act was to beg the forgiveness of Maria’s mother.
Devotion to the young martyr grew, miracles were
worked, and in less than half a century she was canoni-
zed. At her beatification in 1947, her 82-year-old
mother, two sisters, and her brother appeared with Po-
pe Pius XII on the balcony of St. Peter’s. Three years la-
ter, at Maria’s canonization, a 66-year-old Alessandro
Serenelli knelt among the quarter-million people and

SAINT AUGUSTINE ZHAO RONG AND COMPANIONS -

THURSDAY, JULY 9

The Martyred Saints of China, or Augustine Zhao Rong
and his 119 companions are saints of the Roman Catho-
lic Church that John Paul II canonized in 2000. They
consisted of 87 Chinese Catholics, and 33 Western Mis-
sionaries from the mid-17 century to 1930. They were
all martyred for trying to spread the Good News of Jesus
Christ. They knew that it was a dangerous place to be
doing this, and had to take their faith underground
throughout the centuries. The Good News of Jesus
Christ is intended to benefit all peoples; and the martyrs
knew that. John Paul II reminded a crowd of Chinese
and Western Scholars one year after these saints were
canonized that history reminds us of the unfortunate
times in the church’s past when catechizing was not al-
ways easy. May the Christians living today, live in such
a way that Chinese women and men will be attracted to
hear the Good News, and embrace it. http://

Re: Mandatory Masks — New By-laws impacting places of worship

In recent days, you may have seen numerous media reports regarding municipalities considering new by-laws requiring
the mandatory use of masks in indoor spaces (including places of worship).

City of Toronto — by-law passed June 30 — masks in indoor spaces (including places of worship) become mandatory
as of July 7, 2020.

Peel Region — by-laws proposed in Brampton, Mississauga and Caledon expected to take effect as early as July 9, 2020
(including places of worship).

York Region — report on mandating masks will be presented to council on July 9, 2020.
Simcoe Region — mandatory masks being considered but no formal process has been initiated.
Durham Region — mandatory masks being considered but no formal process has been initiated.

If a by-law has been passed in your area, enclosed is a sample announcement that can be shared from the pulpit and
through various communication channels with parishioners. Other important points:

Priests do not need to wear masks in the sanctuary while celebrating Mass but should ensure they are wearing a
mask when distributing Holy Communion and any other setting where they are in close proximity (less than
2m/6 ft) to parishioners. Lectors should remove masks to proclaim the Word of God.

Parishes are not required to distribute masks — some parishes have ordered a small quantity to make available ho-
wever, there is no obligation to do so.

Exceptions to the by-law include people who cannot wear a mask for medical reasons (trouble breathing or unable
to remove a mask without assistance) and children under two years old. Proof of a medical condition is not
required.

In addition to the announcement provided, we encourage Ministers of Hospitality to kindly and thoughtfully com-
municate this new requirement to those who may not be aware upon arrival, perhaps welcoming the faithful
just outside the doors of the church. While it is impossible to force someone to wear a mask, this measure is
being undertaken to care for our neighbour and to minimize the spread of Covid-19.

Masks are not mandated in church offices at this time although their use is recommended for those who will be in
close proximity to others in a work setting.

Thank you for your continued co-operation as we work to foster a safe environment for all.

Notice to Parishioners — New By-Law Requires Mandatory Use of Masks at Church

I want to thank all of you for your co-operation and kindness as we have returned to church over these past weeks. It has
been so great to see parishioners once again and I thank everyone who has been so helpful in this re-opening stage,
especially our wonderful volunteers. Thank you!

As you may have heard in recent days, a new by-law has been passed that makes the use of masks or face coverings insi-
de all public places mandatory. This includes churches and our own parish. I would ask that all those coming to church
bring a mask or face covering and wear it upon entering the church.

I recognize that this may be an inconvenience yet I know that we are all committed to caring for our neighbour and tho-
se around us. While a number of restrictions have been lifted in recent days, we are still in the middle of a pandemic and
need to take the appropriate steps to minimize any potential spread of Covid-19. So while the Archdiocese of Toronto
had highly recommended wearing a mask while in church and I know that most of you have been doing so, it is now a by
-law that we must follow.

Thank you in advance for your co-operation as we do all that we can to take care of one another and keep our communi-
ty safe and healthy.
